This policy, in the Fair and Impartial
Policing section, outlines how BPD should be interacting with individuals.

e Officer Severin is the Interim LGBTQ Liaison for BPD.
e Phyllis asks if BPD is following the policy and whether they received training.

o Lisa shares that anyone who does not feel comfortable talking to BPD can go to the
Civilian Review Board.

o Londyn, through her role, is working on training for all agencies.
o PSAC asks to be informed about next steps.

e Carlton mentions that BPD's LGBTQ Council is no longer active.
o  Officer Severin will follow up.

e Tyler asks questions about compliance.

o Lisa mentions that Policy 720 was published in February 2021 and will likely be re-
reviewed in the next 6-8 months.
